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Tortilla Soup
2 tomatoes, chopped
1 (4 oz.) can diced green chili peppers
2 (8 oz.) cans tomato sauce
3 cloves of garlic, minced

2 T sugar
1 T chili powder
2 t salt
½ t oregano
1 t cumin

layer broken tortilla chips in the bottom of your bowl, a bit of cheese and 
pour the soup on top. Then add avocadoes and garnishes of your choice.
A note from Gale: I have made this Tortilla Soup before, but used my Vita Mix so there is no need 
to "cook" it.  If you have a Vita Mix, using it warms the soup without cooking it too much.
