HEALTHY BYTES 

 

PUMPKIN HARVEST SOUP 
 
3-4 cups steamed pumpkin 
¼ tsp ground ginger 
1/8 tsp. white pepper 
¼-1/2 tsp. salt  (to taste) 
1 Tbls. Bill’s Best Chicknish broth/seasoning* 
1 cup hot water 
1 cup organic soy milk 
1-2 tbls. Organic butter or non dairy spread 
 

Scoop steamed pumpkin into blender; add soymilk and blend.  Prepare 
broth with hot water, and add all other ingredients to blender.  Blend until 
smooth.  Place into soup pot and simmer for 10-20 min.  Or into crock 
pot on low for 1-2 hours.  Serve with warm bread. 
 

You can substitute a prepared broth for the water and seasoning mix.  Add 
water or broth to desired thickness.
